1. BARC Foster Policy and Procedures

2. Complete a Foster Agreement located on our website.

3. Set up an appointment with Lois Vassilion to take the foster pet to her for the following:

A. You will complete the required Georgia Department of Agriculture forms on your first visit

B. Your foster will be given vaccinations, de-wormers, heart worm test if over 6 months old, and microchipped.

C. Pictures of your foster will be taken

D. An appointment will be made for your foster to be spayed/neutered and given a rabies vaccine.  Your foster can be spayed/neutered after they are 12 wks old and given a rabies vaccine.  No pet goes home before 8 wks of age.  If they go home before they are old enough to be spayed/neutered (12 wks), they have to complete a spay/neuter agreement.

E. Copies of forms you need for an adoption will be given to you at this time to keep.

4. Applications or reviewed for minimal standards and then forwarded to the foster mom/dad.  We ask you contact the applicant within 24 hours.  We also recommend you do a vet check and google earth of their home before approving an application.

5. If you approve the application and the applicant decides to proceed to adoption, the following forms go home with the adopter:
A. A signed copy of the ADOPTION CONTRACT

B. A copy of the pet’s HEALTH RECORD

C. If the pet is not spayed or neutered, they sign a spay/neuter agreement and get the info, second page, of the spay/neuter agreement.

D. NO PET GOES HOME UNTIL THEY HAVE PAID THE FULL ADOPTION FEE.  They can go to our website and scroll down the home page to the donate button, click on this and pay via Pay Pal, or they can give you a check made out to BARC.

C. If the pet is not spayed or neutered, they sign a spay/neuter agreement and the signature, second page is sent back to Lois.
